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Your Waste Services

The Waste Services in Gunnedah are as follows:

1. The green bin with the red lid is the
general household waste bin and is
collected weekly.

2. The small green bin with the yellow
lid is the recycling bin and is collected
weekly.

3. The large green bin with the light
green lid is the garden waste and is
collected fortnightly.

By placing your garden waste in the garden waste
bin (green lid) and by placing your recyclables in
the recycling bin (yellow lid), you are helping to
save valuable landfill space and helping to reduce
the production of greenhouse gases when waste begins to
break down.

This booklet provides information about the services as well as helpful ideas
on how your family can Reduce, Reuse, Recycle.

So you don’t miss a collection, remember to place your bin(s) at the kerb
the evening before collection.

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Recycling Collection Service

Place all your recyclables in the recycling bin (yellow lid). This makes
recycling easy and reduces the amount of waste sent to landfill.

To Recycle Correctly  am—

¢ Please flatten plastic and J
cardboard containers to make
more space in your recycling
bin.

¢ Please remove all lids from
bottles and containers, placing
the lids in the garbage bin.

¢ Please wipe out or rinse
recyclable containers in old
washing up water before
placing them in the recycling
bin.

e Please DO NOT place items in
plastic bags as they CANNOT be
recycled in this bin.

Please remember DO NOT put disposable nappies
or syringes in the recycling bins.

An ongoing recycling bin inspection program will take place to ensure only
recyclable items are placed in the correct bin.

The collection vehicles are fitted with colour cameras to check the bin
contents every time it is emptied. Residents who continually place incorrect
items in the recycling bin may have their bin removed.
